Posting of Campaign Signs

The posting of political campaign signs must be done in compliance with Oregon Administrative Rule 734-60-175, ORS 377.720 and City Ordinance 2775.  In summary, these rules state that:
· Political signs may be posted on private property if the property owner’s permission is obtained prior to posting.  
· Signs may not be posted on public property including public right of ways, on fences or trees located in the public right of way, on utility poles, in public parks, scenic areas or on bridges.  
· The overall size of the sign may not exceed 32 square feet and the entire message must be contained on one sign.  
· Fragmentation of messages on separate sign panels is prohibited.  
· All signs must be removed within 10 days after Election Day.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Pursuant to Ordinance 2775, if you plan to erect 10 or more campaign signs, you must deposit a $150 bond with the City, which shall be refunded upon the removal of said signs; however, if the City has to remove said sign(s), the bond shall not be refunded.
