Having our pavement
condition index database updated is part of our long-term pavement
management plan, with this effort typically being done about every 5-years. The
last time an assessment was done was in 2018. CAPS completed the assessments
in both 2013 and 2018.

W Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA): No. 73000-00012065: Pendleton
Signal Upgrade Project Phase Il: This agreement addresses several concerts
about traffic signal upgrades in town before the next phase begins later this year.
Phase Il targets the intersection of SW First and SW Dorion and will include
replacing the existing signal, removing the existing turn lane
for mail drop boxes, installing improved ADA curb ramps, and
improving storm drainage. The IGA includes updates on
controller cabinets, sidewalks, and vinyl wraps on selected
controller cabinets.
